Section 1: Electronic Poster– The importance of compassion within health and social care: 
Covers: LO1 and LO2. 

For this part of the E-portfolio you will create an electronic poster. The poster will examine concepts of compassion and ways in which practitioners provide compassionate care. It will also demonstrate critical understanding of what makes individuals and groups vulnerable within health and social care services.

There are some suggested sections below: 

Introduction: Introduce your poster and its aims. You should provide some brief context of the ideas of compassion and vulnerability.  

Concept of Compassion: This section should consider the concepts of compassion. Some ideas for discussion may include the history of compassion, altruism, empathy, sympathy, pity, beneficence, non-maleficence to name a few. What I will be looking for is your understanding of the meaning of compassion through a critical discussion/presentation of the concepts. You can achieve this by reading around the concepts of compassion and comparing and contrasting the thoughts /views/opinions/research findings and presenting these on your poster.
The concept of vulnerability:  Here you should critically consider the concept of vulnerability. This should include what makes groups and individuals vulnerable, so think about the factors that contribute towards vulnerability. We can't just assume that all elderly people or children or pregnant women are vulnerable, so what I am looking for is your understanding of vulnerability and the fact that it can change but this depends on many different factors. For example, it could be argued that all individuals are vulnerable when accessing health and social care services.  
Compassionate Care: This section should consider examples of how practitioners can deliver compassionate care. For example, you will need to apply the concept of compassion to practice. For a nurse, it may be offering that reassurance before surgery, ensuring person-centred care, considering their holistic needs. Or as a Domestic Abuse Support Worker being empathetic to the impact of the situation and being non-judgmental.  
Conclusion: This section will draw together the main points of the poster and make recommendations for health and social care practice in relation to providing compassionate care. 
Your electronic poster must be supported throughout with relevant sources.
Section 2: Policy Driver Review 
Covers LO3 and LO4 

For this part of the E-portfolio you are to write a 1,000 Word critical review of a chosen policy driver considering the following: 
· What is the document/report? 
· Main points/areas for concern/issues raised? – How did it come about? 
· Main findings/lessons learned/suggestions/propose changes? 
· Relevance to this module/compassion in health and social care. 
We have looked into policy drivers during weeks 8 and 9 and you have completed a group activity, so I would like to hope that you now have an understanding of the main policy drivers. 
You may also wish to consider as part of this critical review how professionals challenge poor practice in health and social care, so you could discuss topics such as safeguarding, whistle blowing, duty of candour, advocacy, responsibility and accountability.  It would also be useful to discuss some of the commonly experienced barriers to whistle blowing. As we all know practitioners should report malpractice at workplace without fear, but sadly that’s not always what happens. 
Remember that these are just a few ideas for you to look at, but you can discuss other topics provided it is related to compassion and relevant to the chosen policy driver. 
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Section 3: Verbal Reflective account based upon the in-class discussion/video. 
Covers: LO1   

For this part of the E-portfolio you will be creating a 5–10-minute Vlog reflecting on a given video scenario.

For your response consider the below:
When observing the staff and their practice in relation to Mr Kirby, what are some of the main points that are evident when considering compassionate health and social care? 
What areas did you identify that could be improved for compassionate care delivery? Discuss  examples of what happened and what could have been done differently. 
Consider things that influence compassionate care, such as; Person-centred care, confidentiality, communication, professionalism, accurate information sharing, importance of client/family involvement in care, importance of meeting basic holistic care needs. 
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
